1.1. General Information 
Name of the Council: Ekondo-Titi Council 
1. History of the Council or Community 
The people of the Ekondo-Titi Council area belong to the Balondo, Balue, and Barombi tribes. Their vernaculars are Oroko and Abo. The municipality consists of 29 chiefdoms, 28 of which are third-class degree chiefdoms, while Ekondo-Titi is the only second-class degree chiefdom. 
In the wetlands, there is a mixture of Ibibio, Ijaw, and Ibo people with very few 
Cameroonians. The Balondo and Balue are part of the Orokos of the Coastal or North West Bantus. Like other Bantus, they claim to have migrated from the North or Upper Nile to the South East (Ubangi Shari) due to climatic changes or desertification of the Sahara and Arab raids. 
The Bantu Expansion originated from Nigeria/Cameroon/Congo and took place over 1,000 years ago. The migration moved west through the Congo basin, and then south, pushed by the Fulani jihads of Usman Danfodio, leading them to occupy their current location in the 18th and 19th centuries. 
The Barombi people migrated from the Abo clan in the Littoral Region to their present site. The three tribes (Balondo, Balue, and Barombi) share a similar traditional setup and cultural heritage. 
Ekondo-Titi has also been influenced by immigrants from Nigeria, Ghana, Bakweries, and North Westerners, who engage in agriculture, fishing, and other incomegenerating activities. Some of these migrants work in plantations and private farms.
